Local Rules

Play is governed by the 2023 USGA Rules of Golf and the current U.S. Kids State Invitational Rules & Regulations.
Disregard any local rules found on the club scorecard or posted at the club.

RULINGS: If in need of a ruling and a Rules Official is unavailable, call 772-773-0655 or play two balls. If two balls are
played, the player MUST

e Decide to play two balls before a stroke is made at either ball, and

e Choose which ball to count if the Rules allow the procedure used for that ball, and

e Notify the officials at Scoring that two balls were played even if the score was the same for both balls

BALL LOST OUTSIDE A PENALTY AREA OR OUT OF BOUNDS: Player must take stroke and distance and drop a ball
within 1 club length of the spot of their previous shot, no nearer the hole. Player cannot drop on the fairway for 2
strokes.

OUT OF BOUNDS: Defined by the inside points, at ground level, of white stakes and perimeter fence posts.

INTEGRAL OBJECTS: No Free Relief
e Paths covered by sand mixed with crushed shells, coquina or crushed stone
e Cables, rods, wires or wrappings when closely attached to trees
e Artificial walls, bulkheads and pilings when located in penalty areas

GROUND UNDER REPAIR: Areas defined by white lines. Abnormal course conditions adjacent to a cart path or other
immovable obstructions are part of the obstruction. Mandatory relief for flower beds.

IMMOVABLE OBSTUCTIONS (such as electrical control boxes) surrounded by plants, gravel or other objects that have
been placed there are all part of the obstruction from which free relief is available.

DROP ZONE HOLE #1: Behind green on Hole #1. The drop zone may be used as additional option for a ball that lies in
the penalty area or on the cart path within the blue staked area.

MISSING PLAYER OR MARKER CERTIFICATION: MLR L-1 is in effect if a player returns their scorecard without player or
marker certification. Two-stroke penalty.

SCORING AREA: The official scoring area will be in the Masters Ballroom. Players must immediately head to the scoring
area once their round is complete.
